· Sharing FinCen information with a subject during a PSI – Mark Pekrul

The Office of Personnel Management liaison says during a PSI you may confront the subject with information, but can not reveal source or provide copy of document or report.  Refer the subject to the FOIA/PA to get a copy of investigation.

· Recovery Act Funding – Joanne Csordas

Personnel Security Offices need to pay special attention to applicants that are submitting security investigations/PIVs covered under the 2009 Recovery Act.  I have provided Personnel Security Offices special codes that are to be used on the SF85/86 per direction on OPM Fin Notice 90-04.  These codes will assist us in separating the charges between Recovery Act funding and other funding that is currently used.  Please pass this information on to those who complete “Agency Use Only” information on the SF85/86.  We are also providing guidance to program offices so that they will be able to notify Personnel Security of who is covered under “Recovery.”
· FY 2010 Budget Changes – Joanne Csordas

Starting in FY 2010, HSS will no longer provide any funding to Field Personnel Security Office’s (except HQ’s).  Program Offices will be responsible for funding security investigations/PIVs to Field Personnel Security Offices.  HSS is meeting with NNSA on Monday, May 4th to discuss a path forward on how we are going to manage multiple funding sources.

· Referral Letter to FBI – Joanne Csordas

The cover memo that is sent to the FBI requesting a security investigation should now include the SOE and SON on the memo.  To date, CH, WA and OR include this information.  Joanne is requesting that the AB, ID, and SR start including the SOI and SON on their cover letters.  The cover memo will serve as the backup to future FBI bills and will cut down on the paperwork currently being received from the FBI.
· Personnel Security Policy Update – Mark Pekrul

· Manual Update –  HS-1.4 met with Glenn Podonsky and Director’s in HS regarding TS/W with RD layered on top.  Recommend taking 45 days to meet with site offices regarding practical realities.
· Information sharing with the Office of Intelligence and Counterintelligence – Encourage greater more open communication between IN and Personnel Security.  IN can be given copies of report to support their mission while a case is open.  The record must be destroyed at conclusion.  *Mark will put out policy memo regarding guidance (can’t re-disseminate, need to sign disclosure, etc.)  *Mark will include copy of guidance received from OPM.

· Bond Amendment interim policy guidance – The Bond Amendment is back in with DOE’s General Counsel for final review.   *HS-1.4 will send a guidance regarding what to do before formal notice is received.
· Field Assistance, Quality Assurance, Training Program Update – Jim Packett
· SCI Reprocity – Memo was signed on April 20 and forward out to the field on April 22, 2009.

· PER-310DE Reminder – Computer based refresher training needs to be completed by June 30, 2009.

· IRTPA Investigation closing date/adjudication start date – OPM closing date is the date that DOE receives the case electronically.  Adjudication time starts once the case is received.

· CH asked if the case is sent Friday night and received Saturday, does the clock start Saturday?  *April and Jim are verifying

· New IRTPA Statistic Format – Added a section called “Validate Need” this is requests for SSBI’s that already have a valid SSBR.  These are rejected unless a justification is provided.  Another section added was the “Percent Results eDelivered”  *Sites were asked to provide their average of cases received electronically.  March’s report has DOE overall at 90%.  *Joanne Csordas will send HS-1.4 a copy of the report she receives from OPM that shows number of cases sent electronically and hardcopy.


· IRTPA Statistics – Quarterly/March 2009 – The quarterly and monthly site reports have not yet been received.  The DOE overall Monthly report has been distributed. (?)
