Issue Characterization – An A issue is minor and usually not disqualifying.  A D issue involves recent serious misconduct or a pattern of misconduct that is normally disqualifying for federal employment.

If agencies return 79A showing favorable determination on a case with D issues and provide no reasonable explanation, OPM’s Suitability division will likely request in writing clarification of the agencies logic/adjudicatory thought process in rendering the favorable determination.  In most instances, by definition, D issue cases should not receive favorable adjudication.
