· SF312 Classified Information Nondisclosure Agreement:
· How are sites handling these forms in the PSF?
· What happens to form when an employee transfers to another site?
It was discussed and determined that in accordance with 470.4-1, subparagraph 5c that the SF312 should remain at the originating site for retention.

· Personnel Security Specialist Adjudication Training (PER-101) FY09 courses and locations.

Jim requested that sites send him an e-mail by Friday, December 5 if they have an interest to attend this course and preferred location.  Currently, no one has enrolled for the January class that is scheduled to be held in Albq.
Policy:
Jim Packett for Mark Pekrul reported on the following:

· In regards to the Reciprocity Notice, HS-1.4 has received the General Counsel’s Office's edited version.  They do not propose any significant changes to the text, so we expect to gain their concurrence and move this along ASAP.
· The Bond Amendment RevCom concurrence period ended and HS-1.4 received no objections to our revised version.  Mark is working with MA to get this finalized.  Before Christmas, look for a final, approved Notice.
· Manual.  HS-1.4 intended to send a draft version to the sites for informal comment before Thanksgiving, but have delayed so that we can brief HS-1 first.  We hope to get the draft to the sites prior to Christmas.  More to follow.
· Investigative Standards.  Another revision has been made to allow for limited employment reference interviews at the highest tier.  HS-1.4 is meeting again Wednesday with the personnel security community and the reform team to discuss.

· The Idaho Peer Review was conducted November 19-20, 2008, by Donald Jowers (TN) and Valerie O'Connor (SC).  Thanks to them for their efforts and support.  The next peer review is scheduled for the second quarter at Savannah River (TN).  HS-1.4 will coordinate with Marrine for possible dates.    

· OPM Quality Survey Pilot.  The surveys of 100 cases have been received from the DOE sites involved in the survey and the results have been forwarded to the PAC Performance Measurement and Management Subcommittee.  Based on a review of the results of the pilot, a process will be developed for randomly assessing the quality of OPM investigations by adjudicators throughout the government, using a form similar to the one used in the pilot.  HS-1.4 will keep you apprised of the process as it develops.

· IRTPA Statistics-October 2008.  As a whole, DOE continues to improve its performance in meeting IRTPA goals.  Kudos to the NNSA Service Center for significantly improving their adjudicative timelines.  Kudos to Richland for meeting 100% Adjudication.
· IRTPA Update Memos to Under Secretaries.  Memos to the Under Secretaries updating DOE’s progress in meeting the IRPTA goals are in the process of being coordinated with HS-1.  The memos will include fourth quarters statistics for the sites, by Under Secretary.  Investigative and adjudicative timeliness continue to be the focus at the national/government-wide level.

N is for no actionable issues.

When clean cases are pulled, they may have an issue code.  When triaged, there may not be an issue.  For example, foreign travel to the Bahamas.  These cases could then be coded with the N for no actionable issues.

Other Business:
Stevie Grimes (WA) asked if DOE had formalized the adjudcative training certification process.  The formal DOE adjudicative training requirements have been codified (complete the five NTC courses in two years); however, the PAC Training Subcommittee is in the process of Federalizing the training standards and the training certification process.  Rather than formalize a DOE certification process at this time, it has been decided that DOE will assist in the development of the Federal certification process and implement, as appropriate, within DOE.  Representatives of both HS-1.4 and the NTC are members of the subcommittee.
