Panel Member Agenda Submissions/Requests for Discussion

· Addressed at the beginning of the meeting were concerns from the field regarding the calculation of submission timeliness on the OPM monthly performance reports.  Jim Packett advised that OPM is currently revising the accounting method used to determine 79A reporting and adjudication timeliness goals.  He will provide guidance to the field once he has verified the new method with OPM.

· The Bond Amendment approval package is with HS-1 for signature.  GC had several minor comments/changes.
· Manual has been sent out to the HSS managers for review and comment. HS-1.4 spent two days reviewing the manual with NNSA.  Representatives from SC and Energy were invited to attend, but were unable.  HS-1.4 received a total of 399 comments from the sites.
· Lori Seger (RL) made one comment about the Federal staff versus the contractor staff releasing eQIP document to OPM.  Suggest this be done by contractor with cognizant oversight of Federal staff.
· New Investigative Standards – at this time there are no substantive comments.

· The Office of Intelligence and Counterintelligence is sponsoring a “Threat Conference” in Cambridge, MD, March 24-25, 2009.  Stephanie has been invited as a guest speaker.  Please let us know if anyone is interested in attending.  Space is limited.
· HS-1.4 is sending a survey for time and place of the next proposed PS/HRP Workshop.  Please respond to Jim Packett and Monica Snow.
· The format for the IRTPA Statistics will be changing.  New metrics will be included on Validate Need, e-Adjudication, and Adjudication Inventory.  The reports will include the prior quarter’s numbers for comparison.
· Germantown mentioned that the deficient submission status reflected on the recent OPM report was incorrect at 4%.  They had three cases in which they resolved the issue in the allotted time and should not be recorded on the monthly stats.  Jim Packett asked that specific examples be submitted so that he could share them with OPM.  

· The Oak Ridge Peer Review is scheduled for April 20-21, 2009.  Reviewers for this review will be requested from AB and CH.

· DOE plans to pilot e-Adjudication for NACLCs in the near future.  Army has fully implemented e-Adjudication for NACLCs, and their process has been sanctioned by the Joint Reform Team.  HS-1.4 will keep sites posted as the pilot progresses.

April Stottler 
April reminded the Sites that they need to provide her with the name of an Administrator and a backup Administrator for the Case Management System by Friday, February 27.

April indicated that the new version of WebCPCI was placed into production on 

February 24th, each site was provided with an e-mail copy of the WebCPCI Release Notes.  Any questions should be directed to her.

April advised that the Sites will be receiving a report of cases that are coming in via Agency Delivery and there is no pending investigation recorded in CPCI.  Sites where asked to research and make updates to CPCI, as necessary.

April stated that, effective February 22, OPM began transmitting cases containing Med/Psych information via the Agency Delivery process.  The Crosswalk file will notify the users that a case contains Med/Psych information.  Additionally, the cover page of the DIF file will contain the following warning:  WARNING!!!THIS CASE CONTAINS MEDICAL INFORMATON OF A HIGHLY PERSONAL NATURE AND ITS USE SHOULD BE STRICTLY LIMITED TO A NEED TO KNOW BASIS.  The Med/Psych ROI will also be identified by a “Medical/Psychiatric” header at the top of the ROI page containing the Med/Psych information.

April asked the Sites for their input on removing inactive records from CPCI and placing them on possibly a different media; a new module within CPCI; or removing from the database entirely.  Stevie indicated that she did not have a problem with removing the records from CPCI as long as they were available, when needed.  Ray Holmer indicated that we need to make sure that our electronic records are in compliance with the RIDS.  Ray also indicated that we may need to request amendments to the Records Schedules and he will work will us on that activity.

April notified the Sites that EES was in the process of building a static lookup table for populating the Sponsor/Org field in CPCI.  This field will become a mandatory entry in CPCI.  April will work with the Sites on updating/cleaning up existing data.

Germantown mentioned that OPM is closing reports before they receive the FBI fingerprint check results.  Mark asked that they send him a few example cases .
